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1.  The BUSS SHARED SERVICE CENTRE (SSC) is now OPERATIONAL 
The SSC processes finances (payments, deposits and investments), processes CRB requests,                
assists Members with writing their Trustee Annual Reports (TAR), develops and maintains IT systems 
and websites for the various Members.  Receipts and Payments Accounts have been standardised 
across the participating Groups.  Plus volunteers have been attending classes for the past 10 weeks 
to learn how to properly report the activities of the Member Groups, comply with regulatory policy and 
administer in accordance with UK Government requirements. As a reminder, all Spiritist Groups are 
required to produce an Annual Trustee Report and have it independently examined or Audited. BUSS 
GRC can help you do this.   A TAR is a legal requirement and must appear on your website.  For 
those Groups that do not have a website, BUSS will publish your report on our website.  If you have 
questions or need help, please contact us. We also completed filing formal requests with the UK 
Charity Commission for the Fraternity and Solidarity Groups to become registered Charities.  The  
detailed submission requirements have been ongoing since last year.  We are awaiting Charity                     
Commission approval and expect this to be completed in June.  SSC helped both organisations write 
their Trustee Annual Reports and performed the independent examination of their financial reports.  
SSC is currently writing the BUSS TAR and preparing for the AGM on 11th June. 
 
2.  MERGER OF SMALLER GROUPS with BUSS HAS BEEN COMPLETED. 
Meeting all the UK regulatory requirements is proving difficult if not impossible for some of our 
Groups. Bezerra de Menezes merged together with SSL on 1st May 2011. The AKSG, SSL  and 
CXSS Groups have merged with BUSS, effective from 1st June 2011. BUSS SSC can handle                
virtually all the administrative, banking and regulatory reporting for your Group, allowing you to focus 
on Spiritual and Public Services instead of complex administrative and regulatory requirements.

 3.  AMENDMENTS to the UK COPYRIGHT DESIGNS and PATENT ACT 1988, are effective from 
1st January 2011. These changes affect not-for-profit organisations such as charities, community 
halls, churches, spiritist centres, voluntary organisations and social enterprises (clubs). 
YOU NEED A LICENCE TO SHOW COMMERCIAL FILMS DURING YOUR SPIRITUAL                     
PROGRAMMES. 
 
What does this mean?  
If members of your Group play recorded music or show full films during any activities at your meeting 
premises, or during direct activities of the Spiritist Services, you now require a PPL Church Licence. 
 
Are there any exceptions?  
Yes.  PPL has agreed to waive the requirement for a licence if recorded music is only ever played on 
Official meeting premises and during Spiritual Services.  However, if recorded music is played on any 
other occasion, or if films are shown, a licence is required. 
 
When do you need to get the PPL Church Licence?  

A licence is required and fees are payable for any use of recorded music for public performance after 
1st January 2011.  However, in order to allow certain smaller organisations sufficient time to budget 
and plan for the new fees, PPL has allowed a one year ñgrace periodò. (Only certain groups qualify for 
this grace period) 
 
All Spiritist Groups need to be sure they have a licence with effect from 1st January 2012 under              
penalty of Law and a Fine. 
 
BUSS GRC can acquire the CVL/PRS Licence for your Group, so you can: 
ÅHost film nights for your Spiritist Group. 
ÅShow films in your adult, children's and youth meetings. 
ÅShow films in your Centre and invite members to bring their friends. 
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NOTES:    1.  Not all Film producers are covered by the licence and you need to check each film. 
      2.  For further details, please contact: buss.grc@gmail.com  (Only Full Members of BUSS 
can be covered under the BUSS umbrella agreement) 
 
Average licence will be about £35 per year, per group.   Just contact us and we will arrange this. 
 
4.  DISCOUNTED SOFTWARE and TECHNOLOGY is AVAILABLE FROM BUSS. 
Do you need new computers, laptops, printers, networking or software for your Group?   

Talk to BUSS GRC about your needs, as we can get significant discounts.  As an example- Higher end 
Laptops only cost between £210-£275 vs. (£400-£500 in store prices); typical Microsoft software titles 
are generally 20-35% of store prices, some titles as low as £15.
